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“Although all cuts are in play in this legislative session,” said MIRS President John T. Reurink, 

“the political winds seemed to blow hardest in the directions of these potential service cuts following the 

Governor’s State of the State Address. By double digits, people would be more concerned about 

tampering with road repairs than potentially major upheavals in local school districts or local 

governance.” 

“One-third of the voters in the state do not want the legislature to consider ‘limiting’ road repairs 

as they seek to solve the state’s budget mess,” added Reurink. “I want to point out that this survey was 

completed in late February – before the winter thaw declared it pothole season. Had we performed this 

survey now, it’s quite likely that voter concerns about roads would be significantly higher.”
