 “Geographically, only Central Michigan would oppose a ban on smoking in public buildings,” 

added Reurink. “Among the rest of the state’s geographic regions, the margin is tightest in the Upper 

Peninsula (+6 percent), suburban Wayne County (+17 percent) and the Upper Lower Peninsula (+19%). 

Every other geographic region favors the ban by more than 20 percent.”   

 “Women (67 percent) were more likely to support the ban than men (53 percent),” added Denno, 

“while among age groups, 18 to 35-year olds were the least supportive (54 percent).”  
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Methodology: 

This survey was part of the inaugural Rossman Group/MIRS/Denno-Noor Quarterly Survey of the 
Michigan electorate. 600 respondents were surveyed between February 21 and February 23, and 
the participation was stratified based on census data and past voter behavior. A screen was 
employed to include only those participants who said they intended on voting, either at the polls or 
by absentee ballot, in the November 2008 Election. The margin of error is plus/minus 4 percent.
